1. Approval of Minutes

2. Organization/Program Report  
a. Northwest Area Education Agency

Anna Schmadeke reported from NWAEA.  NWAEA’s birth to three program covers children with a known condition.  Foster children and preemies are automatically eligible for the program.  The program for children 3-5 years of age fields questions on children’s behaviors.  Their role is to meet the needs that families have by being a teacher and a resources link to get the help needed for the child and family.
b. Mid Sioux (WIC, HS, CCR&R)

Deb McPherson reported that Head Start is in the middle of their recruiting for children ages 3 to 5.  There is also a home visitation program for prenatal moms up to age 3.  The curriculum used for this program is High Scope and Parents as Teachers

d. Healthy Families

Deb Steffen reported that the Plymouth County Healthy Families program is run through Floyd Valley Community Health.  They are currently serving 46 families; these families qualify for the program by assessing risk factors. The individual must be pregnant or have a baby 3 months of age or younger to qualify for the program.    The program will have openings this fall and covers all of Plymouth County.  This program is not income based but is based on needs of the family.
e. Northwest Early Childhood Iowa

Joy reported that registration for the EEE Symposium held on April 2 was 125 and of those 33 were from Plymouth County.  This symposium offers credit to childcare providers.
NECI is collaborating with ISU to hold a Parent Workshop in Le Mars during May.  The dates being considered are May 18th or 19th.     The preschools and community school system are hosting the event.  Joy will let everyone know the exact date when it is identified.

The state legislature will be extending their session to make budgeting decisions and therefore NECI’s budget is still not known for FY12.

Rivers Hill Recovery-Jackson Recovery

Linnea Fletcher reported that the State of Iowa applied for a Strategic Prevention Framework grant.   Plymouth County was one of 23 counties which had the highest amount of under age and binge drinking.  There is $74,000 available each year for the next three years with an additional $18,000 that must be spent between now and June 30, 2011.  A director will be hired to run the program.  Specifications for binge drinking are: 4 or more drinks for a female or 5 or more drinks for a male in a 2 hour period. Mary Buhman reported on Family Solutions Services, Inc – the address for the Le Mars office has changed and is now:  19 2nd Ave NW, Le Mars, IA.  Remedial services are provided for families with children that are on Title IXX.  The services offered include skill building and counseling to strengthen and ensure long-term stability within the family.  They meet on a weekly basis with families using their services.  Private costs for remedial services are between $60 and $70 per hour.  
Discussion on a current resource directory for Plymouth County occurred.  This would be a helpful tool for all agencies working with families.  Mary Buhman will contact Kaylynn Pick (BV Outreach Coordinator) concerning a more current directory for agencies to use.    Vikki Herbst has a hard copy of a previous directory and will email or send to Mary.  

Avera hospital has/is offering parenting class in Plymouth County through a video link.  Vikki will talk with Karri and obtain the monthly schedule of these classes and begin   informing parents about this opportunity at the Love & Logic sessions she facilitates.
Anna mentioned having an individual tab on Northwest Early Childhood Iowa’s website that only lists trainings for all individuals and agencies who might be interested in trainings.
